Upper-Level Requirements at UHD (36 hours) 

ENG 3302 Business and Technical Report Writing 

Thirty-three Upper Level hours should be selected from any of the areas in the Arts and Sciences with no more that 6  
hours approved Upper Level business courses. BA 3300 ( prerequisite for business courses, MKT 3301 Principles of  
Marketing and MGT 3301 Management of Organizations are suggested as options). One Upper Level writing class is 
required at UHD. 

Electives (27 hours) Free electives can be satisfied by any course which is a college level course in any field. 
(Electives are an important part of the degree program and should be selected in consultation with a UHD Academic 
Advisor.)

No more than 30 total hours from business can be applied to this degree. No more than 18 hours of upper-level courses  
in any one field. 
An ethics and world culture course must be included in the courses taken for this degree. Check with an advisor at 
Lee College or UHD for approved courses. 
At least 30 hours of coursework must be completed at UHD, 18 hours must be upper-level. 
Check with your advisor on how requirements from the Associate in Arts (AA), Associate in Science (AS),  and 
Associate of Applied Sciences (AAS) may be applied. 
UHD does not award transfer credit for vocational courses that are not considered part of a standard college curriculum. 
Courses taken at Lee College do not transfer as Upper Level credits. 
All students must take and pass the Writing Proficiency Exam. See UHD catalog for more information.
