No more than 12 hours of the 27 hours can be taken in any one area. At least 21 of these 27 hours must be designated as junior or senior
level courses which are not being counted toward a second business major. A student major in General Business can combine this
major with any minor. The General Business major cannot be combined with a second business major to form a double major unless the
student takes 21 additional advanced hours. At least fifty percent (50%) of the upper division business credits must be taken at UHD.

Note: SOCI 1301 will be used at UHD to complete CORE REQUIREMENT 090, and BCIS 1405 will be used as one of the CIS
