By May 15 send an application package that consists of 10 copies (10 sets) each of the following
required items.

1. A letter requesting consideration for the scholarship.

2. A page providing the following information:
i Applicant's name.
ii. Contact information: mailing address, telephone number, e-mail address.
iii. Date of application.
iv. College major in the fall term.

V. Academic year in the fall term. (i.e. 4-year school: junior, senior, advanced degree)
Vi. Anticipation date (month and year) of graduation.
vii. Name and location of the college for the fall term.

3. A written response to the following questions/statements:

i. With the changes that are taking place throughout the industry and in consideration of the
importance of dealing with documents and communication, how do you see the future of
document management and production affecting the industry? (2 to 1 page)

ii. Define your career goals in the field of document communications. If appropriate, submit
completed samples of work (10 copies). Include how your college major or field of study
pertains to the document communications industry. (2 to 1 page)

4. Applicant's activities. Identify current professional, college or high school extra-curricular activities
and achievements, and, if applicable, work experience. Material should not exceed three (3) pages.

5. Provide photocopies of college transcript. A "B" average or grade point average of 3.0 or higher (on
a 4.0 scale) is required.

6. Samples of your creative work are welcome. If you choose to provide, please provide 10 copies.
7. Two (2) recommendations (ten copies each) from the academic environment. Letters of

recommendation may be mailed directly to EDSF by the author or may accompany the scholarship
application. All letters must be postmarked by the May 15 deadline.
