Entrants must be a female, 18 years of age or older as of June 23, 2005, a legal resident of the United States (excluding US 
Territories) and officially enrolled and matriculating at a four-year accredited undergraduate college or university program at a U.S. 
college or university as of September 1, 2005. In addition, entrants' most recent GPA (high school or college) must be at least 3.0 on a 
4.0 scale or the equivalent in the case of another averaging system. Applicants must remain enrolled in the same accredited four-year 
college or university for at least one year after accepting scholarship funds to be eligible for the full award. Winners who will complete 
their undergraduate degrees in less than one year will be awarded a pro-rated amount based on the amount of time remaining 
between award of the scholarship and their graduation. Void where prohibited or restricted by law. This competition is void in all 
countries except the United States.

25 finalists will be chosen, from all 
eligible entries received by the judges, on or about March 15, 2005 based on the responses to "short-answer" questions. Initial 
submissions will be judged on originality and quality of expression as well as accordance with standard rules of English grammar, 
mechanics and spelling. Financial need will not be considered as a distinguishing factor in choosing finalists or winners. All decisions of 
the judges are final.

The 25 finalists will be contacted on or about March 22, 2005 by Scholarship America and invited to complete a short essay on a 
specified topic and according to specific guidelines mailed to them in a Finalist packet.

Finalists will be 
required to sign and return an affidavit of eligibility and liability/publicity release. Finalists will have approximately 4 weeks to complete 
and submit their essays.
