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At PacifiCare, we're a company of action. Every day thousands of people count on us to improve their health and
well-being. Therefore, we must do the things that count. To put it simply, we are a company that is dedicated to
making people's lives better.

In this spirit, PacifiCare announced its scholarship program, Latino Health Scholars, in May 2003 to educate
students about career opportunities for Hispanics, Latinos and other Spanish-speaking people in the health care
field. The scholarships are funded by the PacifiCare Foundation.

The inaugural year proved a tremendous success! We awarded 33 scholarships of $2,000 to Spanish-speaking,
bicultural students pursuing careers in the health care industry in September 2003. We feel that we made a positive
difference in the lives of 33 deserving youths who are beginning their journey toward realizing their academic and
professional aspirations.

There is a serious shortage of bilingual and bicultural health professionals in the United States. Specifically, the
shortage of bilingual and bicultural Spanish-speaking personnel in nursing and other allied health professions,
coupled with the growth of the Latino population in the United States, requires training and recruitment of an ever-
greater number of bilingual and bicultural health professionals.

The PacifiCare Latino Health Scholars program will address this shortage by putting Spanish-speakers in the
educational pipeline for health professions. The program is designed to increase the number of bilingual students
who choose to work in the health care professions.

This year, PacifiCare will grant 57 scholarships of $2000 each to high school seniors entering community college,
university or an accredited technical college majoring in one of the approved health care programs. These programs
include, but are not limited to:

e Nursing (RN, LVN)

e Medical Interpretation

o Health Claims Examiner

e Health Information Technology Programs
e Pharmacy Technician

o Public Health

o Psychology

e Pre-med

The scholarships will be funded by the PacifiCare Foundation and allocated to the following states:

e (California (18 scholarships)
e Texas (15 scholarships)

e Arizona (4 scholarships)

e Colorado (12 scholarships)

e Nevada (2 scholarships)

e Oklahoma (2 scholarship)

e Washington (2 scholarship)
e Oregon (2 scholarship)

Minimum requirements:

The Latino Health Scholarship Program is available to graduating high school seniors with a minimum GPA of 3.0
(on a scale of 4.0). If GPA is not available, students must have a minimum "B" average or better to qualify for a
scholarship. Students must have definite plans of attending a community college, university or technical school the




following fall semester after graduation. Students must be enrolled full-time at an accredited community college,
university or technical school to receive the funds of their scholarship.

The scholarship funds will be paid directly to the community college or technical school where the student is
attending.

Additional requirements are:

o (Candidates must be a United States citizen or legal permanent resident (with permanent resident card).

o Candidates must speak Spanish fluently.

o Candidates must be accepted or enrolled in an accredited college or technical school in a healthcare
program.

o Candidates must demonstrate a commitment to a career in the healthcare field.

Students selected for the scholarships will be bilingual in English and Spanish and will be encouraged to serve their
communities and use their bilingual skills upon graduation.

Selection Process: Applications are evaluated on the following criteria:

e Academic Achievement (including GPA or letter grade and past academic performance).

o Letter of Recommendation (from high school teacher or advisor on school letterhead).

e Typed Personal Essay, written in English and Spanish (Personal and academic accomplishments,
community involvement, volunteer and leadership activities, and the reason for wanting to enter the health
care profession.)

e Applicants can earn a total of 100 points and will be judged and rated as follows:

o Personal and academic accomplishments. (1-25 points)

o Extra-curricular activities in the community. (1-25 points)

o Academic plans for the future. (1-25 points)

o Personal statement on motivation for a career in the health care field.(1-25 points)

e Each scholarship winner must also complete a Spanish-language interview to verify their verbal language
ability. If the winner does not pass this test, their scholarship will be forfeited.

If the applicant meets all the requirements, he/she must submit 2 copies of the following materials:

o Typed, completed and signed application form.

e Transcript(s) from high school with cumulative GPA of 3.0 and above or minimum "B" average or better.

o Letter of recommendation from a high school teacher or advisor.

e Typed bilingual* personal statement of not more than 2 pages describing your personal and academic
accomplishments, community involvement, volunteer and leadership activities, academic plans and the
reason you want a career in the health care field. *Essay must be written in English and Spanish.

e Copy of permanent resident card (if applicable).
